Aruba has become more acces-
sible to Brazilian visitors thanks
to the new direct inaugural
flight from GOL Airlines, con-
necting S o Paulo-Guarulhos
(GRU) to Aruba (AUA).

This milestone was celebrated
during a special welcome re-
ception at the Inter GOL Smi-
les Lounge, attended by GOL
Airlines representatives Danilo
Barizan, Commercial Director,
and Rafael Araujo, Director of
Planning; Wieneke Vullings,
Consul General of the Nether-
lands in Brazil; and an Aruba
delegation, including Ronella
Croes, CEO of Aruba Tourism
Authority (A.T.A.), Sanju Lui-
dens, CMO of A.T.A., Jordan
Schlipken, Director of A.T.A.
LATAM, Andrew Hoo, Director
of Immigration of Aruba, and
Carlos Barbosa from A.TA.
Brazil. The inaugural flight, G3
7716, symbolizes not only con-
venience but also strengthens
the cultural and economic ties
between Brazil and Aruba.

During the ceremony at GRU
Airport, Ronella Croes expres-
sed her sincere gratitude to
all partners who made this
achievement possible. “This is
a dream we have nurtured for

The new direct route redu-
ces travel time between Brazil
and Aruba to just six and a half
hours, making Aruba the most
accessible Caribbean island for
Brazilian travelers from S o
Paulo.

For over 40 years, Aruba has
worked to stand out in the
region, becoming a popular
Caribbean destination for Bra-
zilian visitors. With this flight,
AT.A. anticipates significant
growth in the Brazilian market,
reinforcing Aruba’s position as
the preferred destination for
Brazilian tourists.

Aruba continues to strengthen
its presence in the Latin Ame-
rican market, with projections
to welcome approximately
182,838 visitors from the regi-
on by the end of 2024—repre-
senting a 39% increase compa-
red to 2023. Thanks to a suc-
cessful diversification strategy,
the Brazilian market has seen
an average annual growth of
25% since 2014, surging to 54%
over the last three years.

Brazilian visitors are known for
